(iv) On one side of A4, print columns A, | and J only, showing the formulae.

Make sure the columns are wide enough to show the complete formulae.

Enter Task SS3, your name, candidate number and centre number in the footer of
the chart.

SAVE the spreadsheet as TASK SS3.
